Based upon lhl: record in this proceeding and The stalemen15 and materials presented

I at thc conference, tht Board makes the following findings of facl and conclusions of law:

FINDINGS OF FACT

I. Respondent CYS/PhaImacy, 127 South Main Street, Davison, . 'orth Carolina, is the

holder of permit number 6599.

2. On or about October 30. 2006, for a period of approximately nine-and-one-half

hours. the permit holder and its phannacist-managcr allowed more tt(,;hnicians 10 work than tht:

maximum allowed technician-pharmacist ratio. There was a 5:1 technician-to-pharmacist ratio for

approximately thrcc-and-one-half hours, a 4: 1 technician-la-pharmacist ratio for approximately Jour

hours, and a 3: I tcclmician-to-pharmacisl ratio for approximately two huurs.

3. Respondent eVS/Phannacy has acknowledged the actions ~t fonh above.
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4. The Board has considered aq an aggravating factor in reaching its decision in this

matter that. during a period in which the pharmacist on duty W"d$ supervising fow technic-laus. thm.

pharmacist made a dispensing error.

CONCLUSIONS U~' LAW

Tlased un the above findings, the Hoard concludes as a maHer of law:

1. Respondent CVS/Phannacy violated N.C. Gen. Stat. §§ 90·85,38(b) and 90-85.40(1).

2. RL"spondenr CVS/Pharmacy admits that the c-unuuct in this matter constitutes

sufficient gmunds fur disciplinary action on its pc:nnj( under N.c:. Gen. St31. § 90-85.38.

Based ollihe foregoing, and with the consent of the parties, IT IS n~F.REfORf ORDERED

that Respondent CYS/Phamlacy is ht:reby reprimanded.
